Friday, 1* February, 2008 6:00 PM Santoor Recital by Pandit Shivkumar Sharma

Pandit Shivkumar Sharma born in January 13, 1938 in Jammu, J&K is a master of the santoor, a folk
instrument from the valley of Kashmir. It is a type of hammered dulcimer whose strings are struck with a pair
of light carved wooden mallets.

Pt. Shivkumar Sharma is the master instrumentalist of the santoor. He is credited with single-handedly
making the santoor a popular classical instrument. He modified the Kashmiri folk instrument to make it more
suitable for his classical technique, increasing the range of the instrument to three full octaves and making it
capable of a smoother gliding between notes required in Hindustani classical music to emulate the human
voice). Besides, he also created a new technique of playing with which he could sustain notes and maintain
sound continuity.

Pt. Sharma has performed many concerts with renowned musicians such as the tabla maestro Ustad Zakir
Hussain. He has also partnered with well-known flautist Pandit Hariprasad Chaurasia to form a group called
Shiv-Hari for composing Hindi film music. Pt. Shivkumar Sharma is the recipient of many national and
international awards including honorary citizenship of the city of Baltimore, USA (1985), Sangeet Natak
Academy Award (1986), Maharashtra Gaurav Puraskar (1990), Honorary Doctorate from the University of
Jammu (1991), Padmashree (1991), Ustad Hafiz Ali Khan Award (1998), and Padma Vibhushan (2001).

Saturday, 2" February, 2008 6:00 PM Santavani by Sri C. Ashwath

C. Ashwath is an Indian music composer and exponent of Bhavageete ("expressive poetry") and Janapada
Geete ("folk songs") in the Kannada language. He is also a singer, and sings many of his own compositions. As
both a singer and composer, he is extremely popular in Karnataka and among Kannadigas all over the world.
Some of his notable compositions include the composition of music for Mysoora Mallige - a classic work of noted
poet K.S. Narasimhaswamy and his compositions of Kannada saint Santa Shishunala Sharifa's works.

Born on December 29, 1939. He started his musical career as a disciple of Devagiri Shankararao Joshi in
Hindustani Music. C. Ashwath has contributed vastly towards theatre, films and sugama sangeeth. C. Ashwath
contribution to theatre music has been inspired by folk music. Experimentation has always been the hallmark of
his music. His achievement in theatre music in Karnataka has earned him a fellowship from the Karnataka
Nataka Academy in 1994.




Besides scoring music, his concept of 'total film' is evident by his participation in screenplay writing for such films as Santa Shishunala
Sharifa, Mysoru Mallige, Chinnari Mutta and Kotreshi Kanasu, which went on to win State and National Awards. Ashwath has personally
received many awards including the prestigious State Government Award and the Filmfare Award.

Aswath's contribution to Sugam Sangeet earns him a special place with legendary personalities such as Kalingarao and Mysore
Anantaswamy. His most outstanding contribution to both music and literary fields lies in his introducing and popularising the first Muslim
poet in Karnataka, Shishunala Sharifa, known as Kabir of Karnataka. Ashwath also takes the credit of having written the first ever book
on Sugam Sangeet, defining the form and detailing the techniques, nuances of the form, defining the role of the composer vis-a-vis the
poet or the writer. The book also won an award from the Karnataka Sangeeta Nritya Academy. He has been awarded the Karnataka
Rajyotsava Award and also the Santa Shishunala Prashasti, the highest state award, for his contribution to music in Karnataka.

Sunday, 3™ February, 2008 6:00 PM Kirtan by Sri Charudatta Aphale

Sri Charudatta Aphale, better known as Aphale Guruji among youths, has large number of followers all over
the globe. Charudatta is representative of generation next of Rashtriya Kirtan. This unique art of kirtan is an
ancestral gift from his father, Sri Govindswami Aaphale who was the pioneer of Rashtriya Kirtan. Charudatta
is trained under the legendary kirtankars Dholebuwa, Ghagbuwa and Sundarbuwa Marathe. During the last
20 years of his kirtan career, Charudatta has been traveling all over the country as well as abroad and has
conducted over 4,500 kirtan programmes. His kirtan on Swatantryaveer Savarkar is most famous as it is full
of positive aggression and groundbreaking thoughts.

Charudatta’s attachment with youth also reveals through his work from the development of kirtan as an art.
He imparts training to the students of kirtan through Kirtan-kul. Kirtan is known as blending of all 64 arts
mentioned in Indian culture. Charudatta also excels in many arts among these. Besides performing kirtans,
Aaphale is one of the best actors on Marathi stage. His forte is musical dramas and his excellent acting
skills enabled him to enact most of the pivotal characters in Indian mythology - King Dushyant, Devarshi
Narad, Saint Chokhamela, Lord Shrikrishna and also many other contemporary characters like Gangadharbuwa, Nilobarai and
Khansaheb. For his outstanding performances, he has been proud recipient of Akhil Bharatiya Natya Parishad Award for consecutive
three years. In a National Award winning documentary on Balgandharva, he played the real life male individual as well as the female
characters portrayed by Balgandharva. He also portrayed Saint Gyaneshwar in a documentary on Saint Namdeo. Charudatta is a
talented student and analyst of the Natya Sangeet and Indian Classical music. Through his stage shows and television appearances, his
singing talent is well admired. Besides all this, his poetry singing has also gained tremendous popularity. His famous “Jay Mrityunjay” on
the life of Swatantryaveer Savarkar comprised 40 songs composed and sung by him and has completed 50 shows till date.
